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LAYING PENNINE PAVING

For areas which are subject only to
casual pedestrian traffic, the founda-
tion may be granular soil, sand or fine
granular compacted material.

If the area is to carry heavy lawn mow-
ers, barrows, etc., it is advisable to
lay the paving on a cement mortar bed
spread evenly over the full area of the
base to approximately 1 in./1% in. thick.
